The Sioux Falls Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) 

is working with a consultant to assist Sioux Area Metro 

(SAM) in determining whether a grid, or modified grid, 

route system would be more efficient and would enable 

SAM to reach a larger portion of the community then its 

current hub and spoke route system without increasing op-

erational costs.  URS Corporation is currently in the process 

of collecting data for the analysis and a final report is ex-

pected in July.  The first of two public open houses is 

planned for January 17th from 6:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. at the 

SAM Southwest Transfer Center, 4409 S. Louise Avenue, 

Sioux Falls, and January 17th from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. at 

the SAM Downtown Transfer Center, 120 E. 11th Street, 

Sioux Falls.  Additional details on the public open houses

The third and final open house has been scheduled for the 

60th Street North Corridor Planning and Feasibility Study.  

The limits of the study are from Interstate 29 to Timberline 

Road (future SD 100).  The 60th Street North Corridor 

Study will review future roadway geometrics, future land 

uses, safety needs, and the feasibility of grade separated 

structures.  The open house will be held on Thursday, Feb-

ruary 2, 2012, at the Sioux Falls Convention Center, 1101 

North West Avenue.  The open house will be from 5 to 6:30 

p.m. with a short presentation at 5:30 p.m.  Additional de-

tails on this project are posted at http://

www.siouxfallsmpo.org/Links.htm.

8.  Conversion of abandoned railway corridors to trails 

9.  Inventory, control, and removal of outdoor advertis-

ing 

10. Archaeological planning & research 

11. Environmental mitigation of runoff pollution and 

provision of wildlife connectivity 

12. Establishment of transportation museums 

 

Applications are due February 1st of each year. The Trans-

portation Enhancement Program guide outlines the require-

ments of this program.

Two SECOG Communities Receive      
SDDOT Community Access Grants 
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CDBG Funding Awards                                     

The City of Centerville has been awarded a $309,000 

CDBG to assist in the funding of the Cityôs Sanitary 

Sewer Lining project. The total project cost is 

$734,000. The City has already completed 35% of the 

necessary sewer lining work, and the Sanitary Sewer 

Lining project will complete the remaining 65%. 

 

The City of Irene received a $147,000 CDBG to assist 

in the financing of the renovation of Sunset Manor. 

Sunset Manor is a skilled nursing care and assisted liv-

ing facility in the City of Irene and houses Sunrise 

Villa is the Stateôs only traumatic brain injury rehabili-

tation program. The total project cost is $738,000. The 

project consists of installing a sprinkler system, up-

grading the heating and cooling system, replacing the 

original single-pane windows, painting and replacing 

floor coverings. 

The Community Access Grant Program was developed 
by the South Dakota Department of Transportation to 
construct community access improvements in commu-
nities less than 5,000 persons. Community Access Pro-
gram grants are awarded to South Dakota communities 
to enhance access to downtown areas or for roads lead-
ing to schools, hospitals, grain terminals, or other sig-
nificant traffic generating features of a small commu-
nity.  The funds are very limited and funding is highly 
competitive.  

Two SECOG communities, Colton and Worthing, were 
awarded Community Access Grants by the South Da-
kota Department of Transportation.  

The City of Coltonôs reconstruction of 5th Street from 
Main Avenue to Sherman Avenue received a $96,000 
grant with a total project cost of $662,879. This street 
and utility improvements project will repair a heavily 
damaged roadway and enhance transportation access 
opportunities for six local businesses and a community 
park. 

The City of Worthingôs Elementary School Street and 
Utility Improvements Project received a $250,000 grant 
with a total project cost of $1,147,149. This project 
consists of street resurfacing, sanitary sewer main, 
storm sewer, and water main improvements on Second, 
Third, and Juniper Streets. This project will increase 
transportation access to Worthing Elementary and bet-
ter enable the community to handle the high volume of 
traffic on these streets.  

Funding Available for Trails  

South Dakota State Parks Director Doug Hofer an-
nounced that applications are being accepted for grants 
from the Recreation Trails Program (RTP) for trail pro-
jects sponsored by municipalities, counties, state parks, 
civic organizations or tribal governments. 

ñMany hiking and bike trails sustained damage due to 
flooding in 2011,ò Hofer said. ñThis grant offers a good 
opportunity to apply for assistance in repairing those 
damaged trails.ò 

The Recreational Trails Program provides partial reim-
bursement for approved trail projects. Eligible projects 
include constructing new public trails, rehabilitating ex-
isting public trails, developing trail-related facilities, and 
educational programs that specifically address recrea-
tional trail issues. The application deadline is Friday, 
April 13, 2012. 

RTP funds come to the state through the Federal High-
way Administration, and are apportioned to states by 
Congress to fund both motorized and non-motorized 
public recreation trail projects. The amount of funds 
available is based upon the number of recreational vehi-
cles licensed in each state.
